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POLICY STATEMENT

Cypress County values the dedication and hard work of farm and ranch families in keeping an
agricultural operation in the family for 100 years. Therefore, recognition of this impressive
achievement by the County is set out as follows:

1. A plaque will be presented by the area councillor to any farm or ranch family who have
continuously owned and actively farmed the same land for at least 100 years. The land
cannot have been rented out during that time. A family member does not have to currently
live on the land.

2. A plaque will be presented to any farm or ranch family who has lived on the same land
continuously for 100 years, although current residents may now be retired from farming.

3. A Certificate will be presented to any farm or ranch family who have continuously owned
the same land for 100 years, but have not actively farmed it for 100 years (land has been
rented out for some period of time) and do not reside on the land.

An application has been developed to ensure names are spelled correctly and for record keeping
purposes.
