CYPRESS COUNTY

SCHOLARSHIP TERMS OF REFERENCE

PURPOSE:

To encourage high school students residing in Cypress County to choose a technology career and
to provide financial assistance to attend a post-secondary technical institution.

PROCEDURE AND REQUIREMENTS:

1.

Scholarships are available to high school students wishing to pursue further education at a
Technical College or University of their choosing. Students must be enrolled in an approved
post-secondary technical program.

Two $1,000 scholarships are available in each calendar year (preferably one female student
and one male student). Each student may obtain a scholarship only once.

Applicants must be residents of Cypress County. This includes students residing in
Cypress County, the Crown Village of Ralston and the Townsite of Elkwater. Applicants
residing in the County but attending school outside the area (Medicine Hat, Brooks,
Foremost, Bow Island, Burstall) are also eligible.

Applications must be received no later than September 1* in each year, and must include:
a) Completed application form (attached).

b) An accompanying letter setting out your goals and objectives in pursuing further
education.

C) Official transcripts of your high school marks. Photocopies are acceptable provided
that the photocopy includes the signature of a school or municipal official, along
with that official’s confirmation that the photocopy is a true copy of the original.

d) A letter of acceptance from the Technical Institute indicating the course of studies
or technical program enrolled in.

The County will award scholarships upon the recommendation of a Scholarship Selection
Committee appointed by the County Council. Selectionwill be based on scholastic standing,
school and community activities and completeness of application. The decision of the
Selection Committee is final.

High school graduates just entering a technical institute will be given priority over students
already attending a post-secondary technical institution.

The cheque is made payable to the applicant.
