CYPRESS COUNTY

BYLAW 2009/15

A Bylaw of Cypress County in the Province of Alberta to adopt the Tri-Area Intermunicipal
Development Plan.

PURSUANT TO the provisions of the Municipal Government Act, being Chapter M-26 of the
Revised Statutes of Alberta, 2000, and amendments thereto, the Council of Cypress County in the
Province of Alberta, duly assembled, ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. Having prepared the Tri-Area Intermunicipal Development Plan which will serve as a
regional framework for attracting economic opportunities, and managing land use,
subdivision, and development for the area within Cypress County that surrounds the City of
Medicine Hat, and the Town of Redcliff.

2. Having held a public hearing on the document, the Tri-Area Intermunicipal Development
Plan is hereby adopted as the Tri-Area Intermunicipal Development Plan as shown and
outlined in the attached Schedule “A”.

3. Bylaw 1991/17 Rural Urban Fringe Plan and all amendments thereto are hereby rescinded.

4, Provided that bylaws have been passed by the councils of the Town of Redcliff and the City
of Medicine Hat to adopt the Tri-Area Intermunicipal Development Plan, this Bylaw will
come into force on the date that the Southwest Potable Water Gate Agreement between the
City of Medicine Hat and Cypress County is approved by the Alberta Utilities Commission.
